· Television – Sports Director, News Director, Anchors/Reporters, Desk Editors

Public Service Announcement (PSA) Template
· Distribute to local radio station 10 days prior to your event.

Press Release Template

· E-mail press release to your entire media list (newspaper, radio, television) 10 days prior to the start of your event.
Media Advisory Template
· This can be sent as a follow-up to the press release that was sent to your entire media list. Send around 3-5 days prior to the start of your event.

Consumer Email Blast Template

· Email to the list of your club members or consumers who have previously participated in Patriot Golf Day and/or Play Golf America programs at your facility as soon as your schedule is confirmed and ask them to share the message with family, friends and business colleagues.  
Newspaper Calendar Listing Template

· Email to newspaper calendar editor to include in the newspaper calendar section 10 days prior to the start of your event.
