PALM BEACH GARDENS, Fla. – The PGA Foundation, in conjunction with PGA Golf Professional Hall of Fame member Jack Nicklaus, has awarded teaching grants totaling $135,000 to 27 Chapters of The First Tee, representing 
20 states.

The PGA of America and Nicklaus have partnered to create a $2 million endowment to provide teaching grants to certified Chapters of The First Tee that use PGA Professionals and Apprentices for instruction. To date, 142 of the 256 active Chapters of The First Tee nationwide have been recipients of either a PGA of America or Nicklaus/PGA teaching grant totaling for a combined $1.655 million.
“The PGA of America is very proud that our partnership with Jack Nicklaus has continued to support more communities coast-to-coast on a regular basis through the Nicklaus/PGA Teaching Grants,” said PGA of America President Brian Whitcomb. “These grants have enabled The First Tee to continue its momentum of growing the game by bringing more young people from all backgrounds and abilities into golf.”

The program continues to highlight The PGA of America’s commitment to partner with its PGA Professionals to grow participation in golf.

The current Nicklaus/PGA teaching grants total $5,000 each and were awarded to The First Tee Chapters in:  Alaska, California, Colorado, Florida, Georgia, Hawaii, Kentucky, Louisiana, Maryland, Nevada, New Jersey, New York, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia and Washington.

Since its inception in 1997, The First Tee has opened 274 golf-learning facilities and introduced the game of golf to more than 675,000 participants. The program’s focus is to give young people of all backgrounds an opportunity to develop through golf and character education life-enhancing values, such as honesty, integrity and sportsmanship.

The PGA Growth of the Game Program is one of a number of initiatives administered by The PGA of America through its PGA Foundation.
